TO WHOM IT MAY CONCERN

The Embassy of Australia in Riyadh wishes to advise that Australian citizens do not require 
approval from the Australian Government for any of the following activities including but not 
limited to:

• Travelling to or through any country permitted under Australian law, or apply for a 
relevant visa

• Pursuit of education or exchange study program, in Saudi Arabia, Bahrain, Oman and 
Yemen

• Purchasing, transferring, exporting, or selling motor vehicles
• Obtaining / replacing a driving licence
• Opening / closing bank accounts
• Transferring Saudi / Bahraini / Omani / Yemeni residence permit from/to a foreign 

passport
• Confirmation of domicile or marital status
• Sponsoring an Australian or non-Australian family member for visa purposes, and
• Applying to change their name.

The Embassy of Australia respectfully informs all relevant departments that it does not issue 
individual letters of no objection or supporting letters for Australian citizens to pursue any of 
these activities in Saudi Arabia, Bahrain, Oman and Yemen. Kindly consider this note as the 
assurance that the Australian Government has no restrictions for Australian citizens who wish 
to pursue these activities.
